                              CONTRACT FOR TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE
This Agreement (hereinafter called the “Contract”) is entered into the 13th day of October 2009 between DAAR COMMUNICATIONS PLC  whose registered office is at Ladi Lawal Drive, Off T.Y. Danjuma Street, Asokoro, Abuja- Nigeria which expression shall where the context so admits include its Assigns, Personal Legal Representatives and Successors in- title  (the  User) of the one part  
AND

NATE PICKENS of -----------------------, which expression shall where the context so admits include its Assigns, Personal Legal Representatives and Successors in- title  (the  Supplier) of the second  part: 

WHEREAS 

1. The User has been appointed Television Producer by FIFA for the FIFA U-17 World Cup scheduled to take off in Nigeria from October, 2009 (the event)

2.
Pursuant to User’s appointment by FIFA, User has the responsibility and obligations to generate and produce signals of the event, uplink and transmit same throughout Nigeria and Worldwide for global reception.

3.
User therefore desires to procure Technical Assistance from Supplier in order to boost company’s existingTechnical manpower.

4.
Supplier has agreed to give User adequate technical as may be required by User to enable User meet up with a  world class production of the event.

Now therefore in consideration of mutual understanding by both parties and other valuable consideration already exchanged by both parties for which both parties hereby acknowledged, parties agreed to be regulated by the following terms and conditions.

THE AGREEMENT
1
Definitions

In these terms and conditions the following expressions shall (where the context so admits) have the following meanings:

1.2“Specification” shall mean the description, specifications and other details of the Technical Assistance set out, or incorporated by reference in Schedule A.
1.3 “Technical Assistance” shall mean the technical assistance as detailed in the Specification.

1.3 “Contract” shall mean the Contract between Supplier and User entered into subject to these Conditions for the provision of Technical Assistance. 
2
Contract for technical assistance

2.1 The Contract shall be subject to these terms and conditions.

2.2 Supplier shall be under an obligation to take necessary action to progress the Contract on signing of this contract.

3
Availability of technical assistance

3.1 Supplier shall be responsible for providing Technical Assistance to User in accordance with the requirements of the Contract and in line with Appendix A.  Supplier will use all reasonable endeavours to make the Technical Assistance available in accordance with the estimated delivery schedule set out in the Proposal.  

3.2 Supplier shall report to the Chief  Engineer of the user company on resumption of duty and shall render all technical services as may be detailed by the user.

3.3 Supplier acknowledges that time is of the essence in the performance of this contract; supplier therefore agrees to use reasonable endeavours to notify User of any delay in the estimated date of arrival at duty post and his readiness and willingness to render optimal service.

User shall be responsible for all charges, room and board concerning the travels and stay of the supplier at the sites of the user during the entire period of this contract.
4
Force majeure
4.1 Parties shall not have any liability in respect of any delay in carrying out or failure to carry out any of their obligations under the Contract caused by fire, strikes or other industrial action or dispute, acts of government, or any circumstances outside the reasonable control of parties.

5.
Cost of service and payment

5.1 Fees for the provision of Technical Assistance will be those set out in Schedule A.

5.2 Supplier shall be entitled to invoice User under the Contract at the end of each Week for work by Supplier on the Contract during that week. Payment of all Supplier invoices shall be made in United States Dollars at the end of the week following the week in which the invoices are issued. At the request of User,  Supplier shall issue with all invoices submitted to User under this Condition, a statement of the work carried out by Supplier to which the invoice refers. Where chargeable, Value Added Tax and any other applicable taxes or duties shall be added to the invoices at the current rate or rates in force at the relevant times.

6
Defects

6.1 In respect of any error or defect in Technical Assistance provided by Supplier under the Contract which is notified to Supplier in writing by User within [one Day] of the provision thereof, Supplier agrees that it will endeavour to rectify the defect and mode of delivery of service.
6.2 The Technical Assistance is provided by Supplier on the basis that it is for the sole use of the User, User shall therefore work full time as detailed by the supplier and shall not use or apply user’s facilities and equipment for the benefit of a third party, whether or not working in conjunction with the User.

7
Economic loss

7.1 In no circumstances shall Supplier be liable, in contract, tort (including negligence or breach of statutory duty) or otherwise howsoever, and whatever the cause thereof:

(i)
for any increased costs or expenses,

(ii)
for any loss of profit, business, contracts, revenues, or anticipated savings, or

(iii)
for any special indirect or consequential damage of any nature whatsoever arising out of the provision by Supplier of Technical Assistance, or of any error or defect therein, or of the performance, non-performance or delayed performance by Supplier of the Contract.

8
Limitation of liability

8.1 Notwithstanding anything contained in the Contract, Supplier’s liability to User in respect of the Contract, in contract, tort (including negligence or breach of statutory duty) or howsoever otherwise arising, shall be limited to USD 500,000.
8.2 No provision contained in these Conditions, including without limitation this Condition, shall operate or have effect so as to exclude the liability of Supplier to User in respect of any fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation.

9.  Confidentiality

(a)
The Supplier  shall take all reasonable steps to minimise the risk of disclosure of the Information regarding his work with the User.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken by the Supplier to prevent unauthorised persons having access to the Information, Equipment and Systems being used or under the care of  the User which equipment are being manned and operated by the Supplier pursuant to the provisions of this contract..

All intellectual property rights throughout the world in patentable and non-patentable inventions, discoveries and improvements, processes and know-how, copyright works (including without limitation to computer programs), new designs, graphics design and the like (discovered or created by the Supplier in the course of or for any work carried out by the Supplier in pursuance of his duties hereunder or discovered or created by the Supplier shall vest in and be the absolute property of the User. Upon the request of the User,  the Supplier  shall  execute all documents and do all acts and things required to vest or perfect the vesting of such intellectual property rights legally and exclusively in the User.

 9.1  The Technical Assistance shall be carried out by the Supplier with all due despatch, care, accuracy and attention, and in compliance with the highest professional standards.

10.1  The Supplier shall take out and maintain during the currency of this agreement an insurance policy for himself in a company agreeable to the User and  upon terms which are satisfactory to the User and  sufficient to cover its liabilities under this Agreement,

Notices
11.1 Any notice, invoice or other document or communication which may be given by either party under the Contract shall be given in Writing, and shall be deemed to have been duly given if left at or sent by post (whether by letter or on magnetic tape, floppy disc or other form of electronic storage medium), telex or facsimile transmission or by electronic mail to each party’s address as set out below:

Any such communication shall be deemed to have been made to the other party (if by post) [4] days from the date of posting (and in proving such service or delivery, it shall be sufficient to prove that such communication was properly addressed, stamped and put in the post), and if by telex or facsimile transmission on the day and at the time of the transmission provided that the same shall not have been received in a form which is unintelligible due to errors in transmission. Any communication by electronic mail shall be deemed to have been made on the day and at the time on which the communication is delivered to the other party’s electronic mailbox, as evidenced by an advice of delivery sent back through the relevant electronic mail system to the transmitting party.

Law and disputes
13.1 If any question, dispute or difference (the “Matter in Dispute”) shall arise between the Supplier and the User in relation to the Contract which cannot be settled by agreement between the parties, within 14 days of both parties being aware of the Matter in Dispute, either party may as soon as reasonably practicable give to the other notice of the Matter in Dispute specifying its nature and specifying the steps that the party giving the notice considers need to be taken to resolve the Matter in Dispute. Failing resolution of the Matter in Dispute by the parties within thirty days after receipt of such notice, either party may commence legal proceedings in order to resolve the Matter in Dispute without further notice.
