Variation of memorandum and articles

On a resolution put to any general meeting of the Company or any meeting of a class of members to vary the memorandum of association of the company or its articles in any manner whatsoever, for the purposes of voting against  but (for the avoidance of doubt) not in favour of any such resolution, the voting rights attaching to the Ordinary Shares held by each Shareholder shall be increased so that the votes that may be cast by such Shareholder exceed by one vote one third of all the votes that may be cast by all the other Shareholders in respect of that resolution, such additional votes to be divided as determined by the board as nearly as practicable (without creating fractions of votes) equally between the Ordinary Shares held by that Shareholder.
